What is confirmation? 

A confirmation service is the service at which a person ‘confirms’ the vows 

that were taken on their behalf at baptism. It is a public confirmation of a 

commitment to the Christian faith and membership of the church. 
 

Can I be confirmed if I have not been baptised? 

No, but you can get baptised and confirmed at the same service. So not 

being baptised does not mean that you cannot be confirmed.  
 

Who might consider confirmation? 

Top of the list are those who have recently become Godparents and are not 

“confirmed”. It is difficult to perform the spiritual obligations promised as a 

Godparent if you are not confident in the faith. Being a Godparent is a lot 

more than remembering Godchildren’s birthdays and Christmas presents. 
 

Next is anyone who regards themselves as a regular worshipper, perhaps 

through family services, and feels ready to make a public commitment about 

their faith. There is a suggested minimum age of 12 years old, but no maximum. 
 

So what next? 

If you are interested, get in touch with Reverend Richard Thorniley on 

870527. You will then be enrolled on a preparation course which provides 

an opportunity to further explore the Christian faith, so there is an 

understanding about what you are being confirmed into.

St Valentine’s Day 
The first recorded association of St Valentine’s Day with romantic love (1382) 

is from Geoffrey Chaucer. He wrote, ‘For this was Saint Valentine’s Day, when 

every bird cometh there to choose his mate.’ This poem was in honour of the 

first anniversary of the engagement of King Richard II to Anne of Bohemia.  

St Valentine’s Day is referred to by Ophelia in Hamlet (written circa 1599-1601), 

ôTo-morrow is Saint Valentine’s day, All in the morning betime, And I a maid 

at your window, To be your Valentine.’ 
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Love despite Brexit? 

‘Should I stay or should I go?’ (The Clash). Since the referendum in June 2016, 

we have seen families, our nation and Parliament divided by different opinions 

over Europe. But ‘at the heart of the Christian message is Jesus' command to 

love our neighbour. This includes those with whom we agree and disagree; at 

home, in Europe and further afield’ (CofE Bishops, December 2018). 

As we celebrate St Valentine’s Day this month, how can we conduct this debate 

in a loving way? The Apostle Peter reminds us, ‘Show proper respect to everyone, 

love the family of believers, fear God, honour the emperor’ (1 Peter 2:17). 

Respect everyone: However much we may disagree with another person’s 

perspective, we should respect them as a person. This applies even if they don’t 

respect our views! 

Love the church: Among the family of believers there should be an even 

greater respect for each other! The way we treat each other not only reveals 

the depth of our love; it will also cause people to glorify God and want to be 

part of the family. 

Fear God: We must demonstrate our allegiance to God by putting Him first 

and following His leading. Of course, this doesn’t stop Christians from having 

different opinions to each other. 

Honour those in authority: We are called to honour those who are in authority 

over us ‘for the Lord’s sake’ (verse 13). Even when we disagree with their 

decisions and actions, we should keep our respect and not speak ill of them. 

Peter is calling us to live with the freedom to make up our own mind on Europe, 

while listening to what others say (verse 16). ôA Christian is a perfectly free lord 

of all, subject to none. A Christian is a perfectly dutiful servant of all, subject to 

all’ (Martin Luther).

According to my calculations, the problem doesn't exist. 
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6 months in – how is my curacy going? 

I was ordained Pioneer Deacon on 30th June 2018 and started my curacy under 

incumbent Revd Richard Thorniley in the ARCH Benefice in July. So really we 

should ask him…but here’s my view so far. 

It has been wonderful to meet many people who attend services as well as 

those for whom Sunday services at the ‘inherited’ church are not a regular 

pattern of worship. Richard has been very supportive and allows me be involved 

in as many different types of worship as possible and is patient when my paid 

work means I cannot see through a particular thread of being present. My wife 

Carol has attended as many events as her time allows, given her involvement 

on the PCC, rotas and as parish administrator at All Saints’ in Evesham. 

I organised three listening events in November entitled Where is God already 

at work? in Harvington, Church Lench and Rous Lench. Though only a very few 

people turned up, the quality of the dialogue has been very helpful. A further 

event will be held in Abbots Morton in January. 

From all this contact, there are some themes I would like to explore further in 

the next six months: 

Many Christians feel a lack of familiarity and comfort when speaking 

about their faith, even amongst friends. 

There are many church outreach events for children and families, but less 

involvement for older families and those whose families live far away; 

also for local Christians finding ‘their’ church is still a work in progress. 

Accordingly I plan to do two things next: 

Start a 6-week course entitled Talking Jesus (see www.talkingjesus.org) 

to be run on convenient dates, times and venues during Lent. I have 10 

places on this free (aside from venue costs) course. 

Investigate a monthly Messy Church group meeting outside the existing 

structures. Messy Church has been around for some years and can bring 

together those seeking a fresh type of Christian experience. Accordingly 

I plan to hold a Messy Church discovery evening in early March. 

As always, I am happy to meet to hear feedback and suggestions.

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God’s grace really is sufficient 

‘To keep me from becoming conceited because of these surpassingly great 

revelations, there was given me a thorn in my flesh, a messenger of Satan, to 

torment me. Three times I pleaded with the Lord to take it away from me. But 

He said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in 

weakness"’ (2 Corinthians 12:7-9). 

We cannot identify for certain the nature of Paul’s ‘thorn in the flesh’. It may 

have been a physical illness like malaria or problems with his eyesight. It could 

refer to the constant opposition to his ministry from those Jews who hated 

what he was doing. What we do know is that whilst Satan used it to give Paul 

a rough time, God used it to keep him humble in the midst of the wonderful 

revelations that had been granted to him. 

Paul’s instinctive response to the thorn is to ask God that it be removed. He 

persisted in prayer too, showing that he really expected God to deliver him. 

Prayer should also be our first response to crisis. Our belief is that God is able 

and willing to rescue us from any attack of the devil. However, in this case 

God in His wisdom chose not to deliver Paul from the thorn, but instead to 

pour His grace into his life in such a way that he could cope with the situation 

and continue to minister effectively. 

Grace has been defined as ‘God’s strength in our weakness’. Whether or not 

God chooses to answer our prayers for healing or deliverance, we can always 

count on the daily supply of His empowering and enabling grace. There is no 

situation outside His protective care, no need too large for His resources to 

match. Let your weakness be the opportunity for God’s all-sufficient grace to 

sustain you. His power is waiting to strengthen you.

Take the 

parish of St James-the-Least, whose elderly Anglo-Catholic vicar, Eustace, continues his 

correspondence to his nephew Darren, a recently-ordained low-church curate...

Having informed you of why clergy must always wear black shoes in church, my 

belief is that all those who hold any office in church should be similarly dressed.

As Psalm 148 says: ‘Praise the Lord from the earth…fire 

and hail, snow and mist, stormy wind fulfilling his word!’  

Or, as our grandmothers used to say, ‘Whether the weather be cold or whether 

the weather be hot, we’ll weather the weather whatever the weather, whether 

we like it or not!’

I am pleased to report that significant progress on this lengthy operation took 

place in 2018. After being snowed in in February, we managed to hold a very 

successful consultation and feedback exercise in the village hall which was 

attended by 108 residents. Feedback was incorporated into our thinking and 

enabled us to move towards revision and completion of the Character 

Assessment and the proposed valued landscapes and protected green spaces. 

These have all now been seen and assessed by our consultants and the next 

step is for us to officially contact the few affected landowners. 

The main body of the Plan has been written and submitted to the consultants 

who are currently working through our proposals, and work has now started 

on completing other elements of the Plan – communications, documentation, 

gathering evidence, etc. It is my objective to complete all the main Plan 

documentation in the next month or two as I expect to be relocating to 

Warwickshire when my house has been sold, and shortly I will have to stand 

down from the Parish Council when my four-year tenure expires. 

I will do my utmost to provide support to the Parish Council in completing the 

Neighbourhood Plan but I have no doubt they will need additional help before 

it is complete. Wychavon District Council are already starting on the next 

Development Plan and looking for land to be built on, so while there are no 

immediate threats to the Parish the risk remains a real one. This exercise is 

very important, I believe, but it has taken considerably longer than expected – 

although not as long as many others being worked upon!  

I am very grateful for the support of my committee and the members of the 

Parish Council, and proud to have been nominated for the Queen’s Jubilee 

Award for Community Service last year.

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ATCH LENCH COMMUNITY ORCHARD 
 

As we have had many newcomers to the Lenches recently it seemed appropriate 

to write about the orchard which is situated on the left hand bend on the road 

from Atch Lench to Harvington. The orchard can be accessed via a public 

footpath by the gas tank; unfortunately the gates further down the road have 

to be kept padlocked due to repeated incidents of vandalism. 
 

The orchard was bought at auction in 1998 by a group of Lenches residents to 

save it from being destroyed. It is an undulating area of 12 acres of plums, 

greengages and damsons which are tended and harvested by Richard (Chippy) 

Allen and a team of volunteers from the Duckworth Trust who visit once or 

twice a year to help with tidying the hedgerows. The orchard has become 

popular as a dog walking area and we hope villagers continue to enjoy using 

it in this way but would ask that you deal responsibly with any dog waste which 

is very unpleasant if it is around the trees at plum-picking time. 
 

The fruit can be picked for family consumption when Chippy has harvested the 

best to sell. Please make yourselves known to him so he is aware of who is 

likely to be picking the fruit. His 4x4 has a number plate which reads PLUMS!
